HOME & NEIGHBORS

     1. When you leave your house, lock the doors and windows. You’d be surprised how many homeowners don’t.

       2. When you leave town, stop the mail; stop the newspaper. Do use a timer to turn lights on and off, along with stereos or TV sets.

       3. Get to know your neighbors -- both the trusted ones and shady ones. The trusted ones will watch out for your property, and the shady ones, it’s good to know their names when you suspect them of crimes in the neighborhood.

       4. Better yet. Start a Neighborhood Watch. It’s easy. Just get a group of neighbors together, compare concerns and exchange telephone numbers. The police will even help you start your group.

       5. Do report suspicious persons and vehicles. Call police promptly and provide detailed information, such as a young or old person, tall or short, fat or thin, and what makes the person suspicious. For vehicles, state if car or pickup, what color, small or large, make, model and year (if you know stuff like that), or old or new. And don’t forget, what direction were these suspicious people or vehicles headed?

       6. Do not leave your garage door open to criminal scrutiny. A dash inside-a dash outside. No more mower. Try the pawnshop.

       7. Be good to yourself. Call up a security alarm company, and have a monitored alarm system installed. Such an expenditure will help the sagging economy. And please set the alarm when you leave the house!
